Phantom Gallery Regulations and Expectations

· Phantom Gallery organizers reserve the right to jury art work and materials during registration.

· Artists and performers are required to set up their own art and/or equipment before the opening of the exhibit.  The exhibits are open from 5 p.m. to 8 p.m. On Thursday October 25, 2007
· Artisans must submit a separate application for each show.

· Floor space for each display is generally limited to 10 feet wide x 5 feet deep.

· Artists and performers must be present at the show during the specified exhibit times.

· Display areas must be occupied by a liable person at all times.

· Phantom Gallery takes no commission on sales. The artists (or their appointed representative) must remain on the premises all evening and are solely responsible for the security of their artwork, its sale, and receipt of payment.

· Phantom Gallery volunteers have no provisions for receiving artwork before or at the exhibit.  Artists must arrange delivery of their artwork directly to their assigned floor space.

· NO equipment such as dollies, tables, chairs, extension cords, or easels will be available so come prepared!  These items must be provided by the artists/performers.

· There is no one on hand to assist in the hauling, setup, or disassembly of any displays.

· Extra lighting should also be brought as adequate lighting may not be supplied.

· Artists are responsible for all their own items brought for the exhibit as well as their prompt removal that same evening.  

· No garbage or trash services are provided.

· Every attempt is made to clean the space you will be occupying.  Any additional cleanup or preparation required will be the responsibility of the artists.  Brooms, vacuums, supplies, etc., will not be available.

· Artists/performers should clean up their areas after the exhibit.  Artists/performers are liable for anything left behind.

Building owners have been gracious enough to provide their buildings for Phantom Gallery use.  PLEASE do not deface any property or you will be held liable. 

Set up guidelines may vary at particular venues.  All set up information will provided before each exhibit. 

The public will be viewing your work.  Please do not have dangerous displays or hazardous materials.  If any hazardous materials will be required at your display, please inform the Phantom Gallery Committee for special arrangements.

The Phantom Gallery Committee tries to advertise each event independently; and, therefore, reserves the right to use participants’ names in advertisements.  A pamphlet may be available for the public the evening of the exhibit, which will include exhibitors’ names, display numbers, and/or work samples (as provided with the application forms).  Additional advertising above and beyond this is at the artists’ discretion is encouraged but not required.
